ORDINANCE NO. 357

THIS ORDINANCE UPDATES SECTION 15-114 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF BREWSTER, KANSAS TO CLARIFY THE REQUIRED SERVICE FEE FOR THE NEW UTILITY ACCOUNTS.

SECTION ONE: Section 15-114 of the Code of the City of Brewster, Kansas (2001), is hereby amended to read as follows: 

NEW UTILITY SERVICE FEE. Anyone starting a new water, sewer, trash utility account must pay a one-time, non-refundable service fee of $50.00.  This fee helps covers setting up the account, including administrative work done by city employees. Paying the fee shows that the customer is committed to starting service, not just asking for information.  Because the City completes this setup work as soon as the application is received, the fee will not be refunded.

	SECTION TWO: EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance becomes effective after it is published on the City of Brewster website.
